Guide for Applicants

The Irish Lung Foundation is seeking applications for ‘start-up’ project grants in respiratory related topics.  The awards are envisaged as seed funding for projects related to patient education or translational clinical research in respiratory medicine.   A proportion of awards will target COPD & Asthma.  Up to Euro 15,000 may be awarded.  Historically the average awards have been circa Euro 10,000.

Closind date for this call is Friday March 30th. 2012 at 5.00pm.

It is envisaged that these awards will allow successful applicants to compete for further funding at a later date from national funding bodies.  Consequently these awards are not renewable.

Clinically related research will require evidence of ethical approval by the relevant ethics committee prior to the award of funding.  Successful applicants will be required to furnish a grant report after 12 months.
